Objectives
The Academy has been set up with the
specific objective of giving intensive coaching
to the young men and women who aspire
for top posts in the country’ s civil services.

Relevance of Kerala State Civil Service
Academy
Kerala had a strong representation in the
country’s civil services till a few years ago, but
not so now. Various factors are responsible
for this depressing situation. Lack of proper
orientation to the civil services examination
and inadequate guidance are perhaps the
most important of these. When one takes
stock of the available coaching facilities in our
state, one notices that there is a wide gap
between what is expected and what is
deliv ered. Kerala State Civil Service Academy
attempts to bridge this gulf.

Duration of the Course
The coaching programme is imparted in
three streams, as
1. Regular Batch
2. Weekend Batch
3. Crash Course
For the Regular programme, there are two
batches. Batch - I, commencing on June 16,
2008 and ending on December 15, 2008,
classes are held four days a week; Batch - II,
commencing on December 17,2008 and
ending on April 30, 2009, classes are held five
days a week. The afternoons are set apart for

using the library facilities, conducting
optional classes and test papers. Optional
classes are held in the morning also: between
7 and 9 a.m.
For the Weekend Batch, classes are held from
9 a.m. to 4 p.m. on all Saturdays and
Sundays, and the optional classes are taken
between 7 and 9 a.m. Classess will be
commencing on June 15, 2008 and ending
on April 30, 2009.
Crash Course: Classes of the crash course
commence on February 4, 2009 and end on
April 30, 2009. Classes will be held five days
a week.

Main Exam Coaching Programme
Classes for the Main Examination begin in

May, after the preliminary Examination is

over.

Civil Service Adoption Programme
Those candidates from Kerala who pass the

Civil Services Written Examination will be

adopted by this Academy. They will be giv en

free intensive interview-oriented coaching

with the help of civil service officials and

former UPSC members.

Library
The Academy has a well-stocked library , with

internet facility . The library subscribes to all

leading dailies and magazines.

Interaction with Civil Service Officers
The candidates get ample opportunities to

interact with top cadre  civil service officers,

whom the Academy regularly invites.

Interactions with these officers go a long way

in boosting the morale of the civil service

aspirants.

Programme Schedule
Admission is open to graduates and post-

graduates in any discipline. There will be a

written test and an interview to assess the

aptitude/standard of the applicant. The

Academy offers main-oriented coaching

programme. How ever, the focus in the first

year will be on General Studies and the

optional subject.

Once the Preliminary Examination is ov er,

coaching classes for the Main Examination

begin.

Test Papers
Test papers are conducted once a week right

from the first month, and attendance at them

is compulsory. Once the portions of the

Preliminary Examination are finished, test

papers will be more frequent.

Feedback
Just as the students are assessed through test

papers, debates and discussions, the

Academy assesses the teachers too through

feedback collected from the students. This

helps the teachers modify, if needed, their

style of teaching.

Location & Ambience
Kerala State Civil Service Academy is situated

at a highly convenient spot in the capital city:

Thampanoor. The entire fifth floor area of

Rema Plaza on S.S Kovil Road houses the

Academy. Guest lecturers and General

Studies’ classes are usually held in the Video

Conferencing Hall, which has all the latest

electronic gadgets fitted in it, like Internet,

OHP and LCD projectors. There are separate

classrooms for various optional/main

subjects. The library of the Academy is also

housed on the fifth floor . Centre for

Continuing Education Kerala, the parental

body, is housed on the fourth floor of Rema

Plaza.

Fees

Other Courses at Centre for Continuing Education Kerala [CCEK]
Besides coaching classes for the Civil Services Examination, CCEK conducts the following courses:

Talent Development Course [TDC]
This course, meant for high school students, is in pursuance of the CCEK’s policy of “catching

them young”. W e hope this three-year long coaching programme will help our school children

equip themselves for braving the challenges in today’s competitive world, where communication

skills and awareness about contemporary events are of paramount importance. Through modern

instructional modules and techniques, which includes brainstorming and interactive sessions

with experts, CCEK will give the students a real taste of holistic education. Classes are held on

Sundays between 10 am and 1 pm. The Course commences in the second Sunday of June and

will go up to the last Sunday of March. The annual fee for it is Rs. 2,000/-.

Civil Service Foundation Course [CSFC]
This course is intended for the +1, +2 and under-graduate students. We regard the TDC as the

first step and the CSFC as the second step towards the students’ preparation for the Civil Services

Examination, which they can appear for after their graduation. Like the TDC, this course too is

a three-year long programme commencing in the second Sunday

of June and ending on the last Sunday of March. Fee: Rs. 3,000/-

Summer Vacation Classes [SVC]
In April and May ev ery year, vacation classes are conducted for high

school students. In this programme, the students are taught a variety

of subjects/activities—curricular , extra-curricular and extra-mural.

Only a small amount is collected from the students as fee.

Spoken English-cum-Personality Development Course [SEPD]
This course is usually of one month’s duration, conducted during the Summer v acation. Rs.

600/- is levied as fee. As the demand for the course is high, CCEK thinks of increasing its

frequency.

Campus Placement-cum-Personality Development Course [CPPD]
This course is designed for improving the communicative skills of the engineering college

students so as to help them fare well at the time of campus placement. Duration is 75 hours and

fee is Rs. 1,500/-

Medical and Engineering Entrance Examination [MEEE]
It is intended for the +1 & +2 students. Coaching is free for students of BPL families. Classes

commence in the second Sunday of June and end in the second Sunday of April.
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
